See what you can do with this one.  It looks kind of faky, but it's not, it's the real McCoy.  

Here's the whole coffin.  It dates from the Late Period, sometime between -749 to -331, which is pretty 
late, by my standards.  I call this "current events".  Anyway, make sure you get the whole inscription,.



Here's a statue (above), 
with a blow-up of the 
inscription at right. 
Because the glyphs get a 
little squirrely down 
toward the bottom, I'll 
help you out there by 
showing you, in column 
three, the stela which 
accompanies this statue 
and has the same 
inscription.

Well, mostly the same inscription.  There is an 
additional bit at the end which you should translate 
as well.  The closeup at the bottom of this column 
will help.  In row 2 the sign at the top of the second 
column of signs is O51 'Snwt'.  In row three the 
middle sign is, I think, P34, 'wiA', in this case, it's a 
man's name.  For row three you're going to have to 
go back to Lesson 34.
Cookie: In addition to the bit at the end there is 
another difference between these two 
inscriptions.  Can you find it?



 
You can use the features in .pdf which allows you to rotate and 
blow up these images.

The top line (in the red box) is all you need to do on that one.

But the bottom line (in the black box) should be translated 
completely.  The middle line of the line is damaged and you will 
have to guess at what's there.  You should be able to come up with 
a pretty good guess.  The end of the line may require some 
interpretation as well translation on your part.
